egislation banning

Muslim  heads-
carves in schools
passed earlier this

year. A letter sent to
two leading French
newspapers by a
group called Servants
of Allah, declared
the veil ban a “dec-
laration of war to the
Muslim world” and

threatened “to plunge France into terror
and remorse.” Muslims account for al-
most 10% of France’s population.

Yelling into a radio reporter’s microphone,
a radical French Muslim from a working
class Paris neighborhood urged his friends to
join him on the battlefields of Iraq. “*I'm ready
to set off dynamite and boom! Boom! We kill all
the Americans!” Boubaker el-Hakim cried. “"All
my brothers over there, come defend Islam.”

Among France’s Muslim
population of about 5 million
(Western Europe’s largest)
5,000 embrace extremist Is-
lam, according to the police’s
intelligence agency. It says
that of those radicals, 400 are
converts. Recruitment is “in
